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“HOW-TO” INSTRUCTIONS FOR DISTRIBUTION DAY
Dear Christmas Program Sponsor,

1) Christmas Basket - Each family that is sponsored will receive a festive Christmas Food Basket which has
been created for them. These baskets will contain non-perishable food for the family. In addition, there will
be at least a $50.00 gift card per family from Target or Walmart for additional items. Families that have 1-4
members will receive ONE food basket and ONE gift card. Families that have 5-8 members will receive
TWO food baskets and at least a $75 gift card.

2) Ifyou wish to donate a Family Christmas basket, but you do not wish to adopt a specific family for
Christmas, baskets containing the same suggested non-perishable items with the gift card may be delivered
the week of December 2 to the Clairemont office. These baskets will be given out to families that come
for assistance before Christmas.
